This scholarship is named in memory of S. Jenell Cross (1942-2000).  Jenell was a woman who loved God and was willing to pay the price, whatever it took, to be in His presence and have His anointing on her life.  The fifth child of Julius and Nellie Cross, she grew up in a home where all you could count on were the necessities.  The hard truth was they were poor.  Her mother was a God-fearing woman who raised all the children in church, but that did not make life any easier.  Her father became a Christian late in life.





During her childhood, Jenell suffered terrible experiences at the hands of strangers.  These experiences left scars.  Still, although the family had very little money, Jenell dreamed of attending Southwestern Bible College in Oklahoma City.  In 1960, that dream became a reality.  With hard work and discipline, she saved a little money, left Stockton, California, and came to join her older sister, Cherry Lou, at Southwestern.  There she was exposed to many opportunities for ministry, Biblical teaching by anointed professors, and godly young men and women seeking, as she was, to be used for the sake of the Kingdom.  Unfortunately, Jenell was only able to attend Southwestern for two years, due to financial concerns.





Jenell was blessed with a powerful alto voice.  Throughout her life many compared her to Nancy Harmon and Vestal Goodman.  She was always willing to use that gift for anyone who asked.  She was well-known on the west coast for her anointed ministry in song.  In fact, Pentecostal evangelists scheduled for services in the San Joaquin Valley frequently called on Jenell to sing during their meetings.  Although she never married, Jenell has several generations of nieces and nephews who love God, and she had a lot to do with that.  She never had much by the world’s standards, but she leaves behind a rich legacy with family and friends who knew her—“If you are willing, God will take what you have, little or much, and use it for His glory.”
